Attached please find the Statement of Work (SOW) you requested.  It defines the elements of your proposed Dual-ET launch vehicle that Pratt and Whitney can evaluate as propulsion provider.  That vehicle is essentially a modified space shuttle external fuel tank (ET) with engines at its lower end and solid or liquid boosters attached to its sides.  

The design you sent us includes a separate, cone-shaped vehicle mounted above the habitable hydrogen section. You stated that it’s a derivative of the DC-X (“Delta Clipper”) prototype that McDonnell Douglas built and tested a decade ago, and that Bill Gaubatz, who managed that program back then, is assembling a team to re-design that vehicle for your project.

Pratt and Whitney worked closely with Bill on the Clipper prototype, which was propelled by a modified version of our RL10 engine, the sea level throttleable RL10A-5 .  We’d be interested in working with Bill’s group on his new design, although that would be under a separate agreement.

Finally, there may be opportunities for other UTC Divisions to become involved with your effort.  I understand you’ve already had discussions with UTC Fuel Cell managers and others at our Research Lab.  Hamilton Sundstrand and other divisions may also play a role at some point.  I can arrange introductions, if you would like.

We’re looking forward to working with you in this historic project.
